sound just enough to add a new di-
mension without being too differ-
ent,” he said. Shiflett collaborated
with Keith in writing the new album.

Keith talked briefly about the band’s
influences, which span a wide range
of musical taste. For example, when
writing the new record, Keith was
listening to artists ranging from So-
cial Distortion to the Rolling Stones
to James Brown.

Keith commented on the recent
popularity surge of punk music. Re-
garding the recent embrace of this
historically underground and anti-
mainstream music by the “MTV gen-
eration,” Keith stressed more the in-
dividuality of the bands than the scene
as a whole. “We’ve seen punk rock
change a lot since the early seventies
when it originated, and a lot of people
now are getting caught up in it and
have blinders on about where punk is
now.”

Keith also said that many people
have dubbed the commercially suc-
cessful bands like Offspring and Ran-
cid as “90s punk,” but to say this is to
neglect the many different facets of

current punk music.
Keith feels fortunate that Face to

Face has never been a part of that
stereotype, because it allows them to
be recognized as an individual band,
not just one part of a movement: “I’m
really not for the movement so much
as I am for the individuality of each
group. It’s more about the talent of
the band and the songs to me, and not
about how many people can wear
baggy shorts.”

Face to Face has grown into a fo-
cused punk band, whose main prior-
ity is giving fans good music and an
exciting live performance. Catch
them, with the Suicide Machines, at
Cat’s Cradle in Carrboro Monday.
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of Basquiat’s chief influences, and his choice of music for
the soundtrack is exceptional. The Pogues bookend the
movie: “Fairytale in New York” at the beginning and
“Summer in Siam” at the end. “Girlfriend,” by the Mod-
ern Lovers, is played as Basquiat falls in love. The best
scene has Basquiat, high on cocaine, pointing to various
jazz artists, then to “White Lines,” by Grandmother Flash.

Schnabel also reveals the fine line between being la-
beled a genius and being labeled insane. When Basquiat
looks at the New York skyline, he sees a surfer riding a

massive tidal wave to a punk beat. In a well-done screen
shot in the style of a nervous breakdown at the end of
Woody Allen’s Stardust Memories, he calls a suicide
hotline.

Basquiat’s interaction with the rest of the New York
City art community is also great, although the cast is a
little too hip: Dennis Hopper, Christopher Walken, Wil-
liam DeFoe, Courtney Love and Gary Oldman. All do a
good job, though, especially Oldman.

As Basquiat becomes more and more famous and
surrounded by more and more leeches, he increasingly
hangs out with Warhol.

Rumors quickly circulate in the community that Warhol
is using Basquiat, when in fact Warhol’s the one Basquiat
has fun with; he never recovers from Warhol’s death.

Basquiat overall is a convincing portrait of a troubled
young artist and could well be the film of the year..
