Local restaurant serves good food with okay service

Tired of the Pit, driven by hunger
and inspired by the ad for a restau-
rant reviewer in last week’s Old
Gold and
Black, I
dragged my
friends to
Cozumel
Mexican
Restaurant,
where, rumor has it, they serve large
margaritas and don’t card (they did
this time).

Even though we didn’t get the
tasty beverages, we did get some
excellent Mexican food.

I have no complaints about the
food orthe prices. My Pollo Fundido
was so delicious and my dining
companions said their food was ex-
cellent as well.

I’ve never had flan, so I decided
to try some. A couple of my friends
tried to dissuade me, saying it was
like slimy, eggy, jiggly custard.I’ve
never had custard, so I thought,
what the hey. For all the other flan
virgins out there, I highly recom-
mend it.

The prices were also savory. Al-
most everything on the menu, in-
cluding over 20 combination dishes
that are ordered by number, was
under $6.

My Pollo Fundido was a little
more pricey, topped off at a whop-
ping $6.95, and the flan was an-

A fairly wide selection of entrees
kept me from feeling confined to
the standard there’s-nothing-here-
I-want, how-about-a-salad ap-
proach so often employed at the Pit.
In fact, with the great food and cozy
prices, it was better than the best
nightat our favorite on-campus din-
ing hall.

Unfortunately, the service was
only marginally better than the Pit.
Some of the waiters working there
speak with very heavy accents that
make them hard to understand over
the loud Latino music, and appar-
ently orders occationally get con-
fused.

Our waiter was not too bad, de-
spite a couple of mix-ups. Two of
my friends ordered the same thing,
one of the combos with an enchi-
lada, lettuce, tomatoes and a spe-
cial sauce. Only one of them actu-
ally got what she ordered. The other
got two burritos that were covered
in what looked like bad chocolate
sauce but tasted like bad plum sauce.

Another of my friends ordered a
different combo, this one with a
chicken burrito, quesadillas, the

works. He got a single beef burrito.
Both sent their meals back and, after
much gesturing and loud slow En-
glish, they were happily brought the
right dishes.

The next service complaint is a bit
humorous. There is a certain busboy
who works there who can’t be any
more than 16-years-old. He appar-
ently thinks that there are no Ameri-
cans who can understand Spanish.
I’'m only in Spanish 113, but that
was more than sufficient to under-
stand words like “novia mia” (my
girlfriend), “rubia” (blond girl) and
“bonita” (pretty). The rest of it was
too fast to make out, but winks and
nods are universal, and I assume it
was along the same lines.

City of Angels is aphilosophical romance with an
interesting twist that does not quite succeed with its
intentions because of its reliance on sappy mo-
ments.

Nicholas Cage delivers
an adequate performance as
Seth, the unhappy angel, and
Meg Ryan drives the movie
with a stronger performance
in the role of Maggie, the
doctor that Seth falls for.

The film is set in a mi-
raculously smog-free Los An-
geles where the traffic and
lazy highway workers seem to be the biggest
concern for most of the locals.

Lurking everywhere someone may be suffering
or on the verge of death are puppy-eyed angels
whose mission it is to save some people and escort
others to the great beyond.

Seth is one of these angels and the action begins
as he escorts a young child out of her earthly life as
she dies in the hospital. Later, Seth is assigned to
Mr. Messinger (Dennis Franz) who is in the care of
Maggie and suffering from a heart condition. Seth
forgets about overweight man in bed and immedi-
ately becomes smitten enough with Maggie to
make himself visible to her.

When Seth becomes visible to Maggie, he imme-
diately complicates matters as he puts on the old
Nick Cage charm and has Maggie questioning his
origins. After getting advice from the once-angel
Messinger on what it takes to become human, Seth
decides that his love for Maggie is worth the jump
into terrestrial living.

The majority of the film deals with Seth’s wonder at
the array of human senses and his amazement at such
banal things as pears and showers.

The plotline of City of Angels makes it seem like a
sappy, high-concept love story, which in many ways
it is. However, this film seems to hold many, of the
philosophical elements of the Wim Wenders film,
Wings of Desire, on which it is based.

Existence and sensuality are examined in ways that
most Hollywood features would rather ignore. Cage’s
performance may seem overly dramatic, but he ad-
equately expresses the extreme desire to experience
the details that make up reality.

Ryan’s charactermoves froma success-driven skep-
tic to a person who realizes that the true miracle of life
arises from simply existing in reality and not forget-
ting the beauty of the most simple of occurrences.

City of Angels is not the usual studio-fare. It comes
close to being a truly splendid portrait of the human
experience, but ends up mired in sappy lines and
puppy-dog faces.

Those involved with this picture should be com-
mended for attempting to bring up subjects that major
pictures such as Titanic would just as soon leave
behind.

City of Angels suggests a manner of living in which
nothing is taken for granted, including the darker
elements of life. Life and death are included as differ-
ent sides of the same process of existence in this film.

Instead of portraying death as the unavoidable and
intrinsically evil terminus of life, it becomes an ad-
equate conclusion to a life filled with sensory and
emotional stimulation.

If only this movie did not have to cater to the
expectations of cheesy romantic comedies, it may
have truly succeeded in portraying the essence of life,
which should be the purpose of all good representa-
tive art.
