Deacons travel to College Park,
hope road trip will change luck

Following two close losses at home, the Deacon
football team is ready to try its luck on the road, with
the hopes that a different location will bring different
results.

The Deacs will travel to College Park, Maryland to
face the Maryland Terrapins at 1 p.m. Oct. 17. The
Demon Deacs are also trying to put their two previous
games behind them and draw upon last year’s success
against Maryland.

Senior Brian Kucklick’s 330 yards and three touch-
downs against the Terps last year were career highs
for Kuklick.

The Deacons also set a single-game record with a
98 yard kickoff return for a touchdown.

Another Deacon looking forward to the Maryland
match-up is senior Desmond Clark. Clark is one
reception away from becoming the all-time reception
leader in the ACC and 531 yards away from becoming
the school leader in reception yards.

A repeat of last year’s performance will clinch one
record for Clark and put him well on the way to
clinching another. Clark grabbed six passes for 111
yards against the Terrapins last year.

However, Head coach Jim Caldwell said that this
won’t be an easy game for the Deacs.

“Maryland has a much-improved team and one that
has played especially well at home this season,”
Caldwell said.

“Lamont Jordan is one of the top running backs in
our league and gives them an excellent rushing game.
Defensively, they are active and aggressive.”
