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that came out strong in the second half,
and itwas Quinn, the second goal scorer,
providing the danger for the Deacon
defense.

A minute into the second half, Quinn
received a ball and just shot wide past
Vartughian.

Two minutes later, the combination for
the second goal almost struck again when
Daley fed Quinn, who again missed wide
at the near post.

In the 54th minute, with sophomore
Aaron Thomas off the field receiving
treatment leaving the Deacons withaman
down momentarily, Quinn came even
closer, this time forcing Vartughian to tip
his long-range effort over.

These were the last chances of regula-
tion for the Gamecocks though, as their
amazing loss of the ability to string passes
together, along with the newly-found steel
to the Deacon game, took the game com-
pletely away from South Carolina.

From that point the Deacons always
looked towards getting an equalizer and
were indeed unlucky notto find more. In
the 57th minute, Barbee did well to get
free on the right side, but his cross was
headed wide by Seale.

Three minutes later there was no
problem heading wide, when freshman
defender Jones rose majestically to meet
Thompson’s corner and headed home to
equalize.

“He is obviously a dominating factor
in the air,” Vidovich said of Jones. “He’s
had enough injuries for a whole career
already this season. He was about 80 per-
cent but we put him into the match and
along with Brock (Hilpert) and (freshman)
Wiggy Saunders, the defense performed
well.”

In the 62nd minute the Deacons almost
found the lead as Stafford rushed in on
the left side.

His shot beat the keeper but not the
woodwork and came crashing down off
the crossbar. Seale was there but his
rebound effort was saved by Ring.

The rest of the half continued with the
Deacons piling the pressure on South Car-
olina. Stafford and freshman Vicente Bas-

tides were in fine form, giving the Game-
cock defenders fits.

Stafford headed wide froma Seale cross
afew minutes later, and then sent Barbee
through where his perseverance prob-
ably cost him a penalty as he was tugged
down but continued to fight to get a
chance on goal.

A better chance came just seconds later,
when he was sent through but shot ago-
nizingly wide.

Fifteen minutes from time Bastides beat
two defenders with some trickery on the
right but his cross was punched out by the
keeper. Two minutes later, he probably
should have found the winner.

Stafford beat his defender, shot strongly
atthe keeper who could nothandleitand
juggled it into the path of Bastides.

His effort was miraculously saved by
Ring, and then his follow up effortended
up deceptively into the side netting, lead-
ing most of the partisan crowd to believe
he had won it for the home-standing-
Deacs.

Ten minutes later, Bastides again came
close, his header off a Thompson corner
beaten off the line by the South Carolina
defense.

The overtime saw a couple of half
chancesfall South Carolina’s way, butthe
pressure still being applied mainly by the
Deacons.

Barbee had the best chances for the
Deacons, heading wide in the 100th
minute after a Thompson cross. In the
122nd minute he was sent through by
Stafford only to see his effort saved by
Ring and out for a corner.

South Carolina’s chances fell to Quinn,
but he was unable to fully convert these
half chances,and the Deacons came away
with a draw.

The Deacons were victorious in a non-
conference matchup against Davidson
Sept. 27. prevailing by acount of 2-0, with
both scores coming in the second half of
play.

Seale and Stafford provided the offense
for the Deacs, each tallying a goal in the

affair. The score was the first of the cam-
paign for Seale, who took a pass from Bas-
tides and planted the ball behind David-
son keeper Soren Johnson.

Stafford, who was also credited with an
assist on the Seale goal, notched one of
his own inthe 70th minute to provide the
final margin of victory.

Thewin over the Wildcats saw the Dea-
cons move to 4-3-1 on the season with the

majority of their games now in the ACC
season which has four or five teams cur-
rently in the top 25, depending on which
poll you look at.

The Deacons next take on Maryland a
1 p.m. Oct. 1 at Spry Stadium. In last
year’s contest the Deacons required over-
time to beat the Terrapins 2-1 in College
Park, Md. The goals fell to Gehring anc
Seale.
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
