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Tim Duncan Café brings the islands to Winston-Salem

Downtown revival will be
bolstered by NBA star,
alum’s restaurant opening

After two years of planning, construc-
tionisscheduled tobegin onaonarestau-
rantin downtown Winston-Salem named
after former Demon Deacon and current
forward for the San Antonio Spurs, Tim
Duncan, ’97.

But the restaurant will play more to
Duncan’s Caribbean heritage, he hails
fromthe U.S. Virgin Islands, than hisbas-
ketball expertise. According to Lou Bald-
win, a Winston-Salem downtown devel-
oper and chairman of the Chamber of
Commerce subcommittee on localissues,
construction on Tim Duncan’s Island
Sports Café is scheduled to begin next
year. The restaurantis scheduled to open
by May 1.

The restaurant will be located in anew
building at 1 W. 4th St., directly across
from the R.J. Reynolds Tobacco Com-
pany headquarters. This location was
chosen because it had many promising
aspects. It is a brand new building and
is a “good space for a restaurant” said
Baldwin.

Also, there is an attached parking
garage that is well lit and monitored 24
hours a day by security. Equally signif-
icant is the 4th Street setting. “It was

important to us to be downtown” Baldwin
said.

Asis suggested by the name, the restau-
rant has an “island flair” said Jim Lambie,
a co-chairperson for downtown devel-
opment. The décor and the menu will
have an island theme. “There is going to
be Caribbean cuisine, but that’s not all,”
Baldwin said. “You can have a steak.”

“We don’t really consider this to be
a sports bar,” Baldwin said. He empha-
sized the fact that although it will be an

The original plans were for the restau-
rant to be located in the Nissen Building,
located at 4th and Cherry Streets in down-
town Winston-Salem.

These plans were changed because plans
for the new restaurant were farther along
than those for the Nissen Building, Lambie
said.

Kent Smith, manager of the Cat’s Corner
Café, a restaurant on 4th Street, said
that the new restaurant is good and
that he is not worried about competition
for business. “We’re glad it’s coming. I
should bring more business downtown,”
he said.

The idea for the restaurant was con-
ceived two years ago by John Elkington, a
redevelopment consultant, who presented
the idea to Duncan.

Scott said that although owning a restau-

business manager, Duncan has been

planning.” Baldwin expanded on Scott’s
comments in saying that Duncan and his
wife, Amy, have approved certain menu
items. “He Duncang) anted to make sure
that everythingis going to be great” added
Scott.

Early plans presented an idea that

allowed the university’s men’s basketball
coach, Skip Prosser, to do his weekly radio
show from the restaurant, but those details
are not definite said Lambie.
According to Lambie, construction on
the project has not yet begun because the
final monetary details are being worked
out. The 7,000-square-footrestaurant has
an appr0x1mately $1.5 million start up
cost.

Police report low crime rate

While last year’s crime statis-
tics may have very little signif-
icance to students and faculty,
the 2001 Annual Crime Report,
recently released by University
Police, summarizes the numbers
ofincidents and investigations on
campus.

Asnoted in the report, Univer-
sity Police are required to prepare
this packet and make it available
to the community, as required
by the Higher Education Act of
1965. But the department also
uses the data to help inform
students and faculty, as well as
make plans to better protect the
campus.

“The on-going planning guide
is part of the purpose for the
annual report, butit’s also anissue
of awareness within the commu-
nity,” Regina Lawson, University
Police chief, said.

Although most of the catego-
ries of crimes, arrests and referrals
report very few or no incidents
last year, there are a few unusual
statistics.

In 2001, there were 97 burglar-
ies reported on campus; up from
45 in 2000, and 32 in 1999.

Sophomore Nick Ewen had his
ThinkPad stolen last semester
after he leftitsitting in the Piccolo
Residence Hall lounge while he
was in his room. Ewen, although
recognizing that he should have
been more careful with his com-
puter, was upset with the way

University Police handled the
case.

“It took two and half weeks
before they started questioning
and investigating,” Ewen said.
“By the time they started, it was
already too late to recover my
computer.”

With a recent series of small
thefts and robberies around
campus, some students are wor-
ried about protecting their goods.
“We certainly hope that this will
not be an ongoing problem,”
Lawson said. “It’s hard to predict
the trend though, at least until
another semester has passed.”

University Police urge students
and faculty to be careful of leav-
ing valuables unattended and to
promptly report any suspicious
activities or problems.

As far as investigations go, Uni-
versity Police have a variety of
methods to help find perpetra-
tors, including monitoring who
had access to certain residence
halls and suites through the key
card readers. “The information
is used as an investigative tool,”
Lawson said. “Buthow often, that
just depends on the number of

incidents in a specific area.”

Operation ID, which encour-
ages students to engrave iden-
tifying serial numbers into
valuables, is also an effective
method. However, few students
utilize this option, according to
Lawson.

Anothernotable statisticin the
report is that there were no
reported forcible sex offenses
on campus last year, which is
the first time in the past three
years.

One of the most prevalent
problems remains the number of
liquor law referrals, which con-
stitute a majority of incidents
on campus. In 2001, University
Police issued 113 referrals, while
other campus officials, like resi-
dent advisers and hall direc-
tors, issued 83. Over the past
three years, the ratio between
the numbers of liquor citations
issued by each party hasincreas-
ingly leaned toward University
Police.

“There’s more visibility of the
situations outside the residence
halls,” Lawson said, regarding
the increase in police citations
for alcohol. The Crime Report
also gives a list of tips to keep
campus crime down and to aid in
the investigations of University
Police. Students are encouraged
to be aware of the crime situa-
tions on campus, by way of this
report, which was delivered to
all students, faculty and staff, as
well as the weekly Police Beat in
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million came from the city as part of a
loan, negotiated by Baldwin.
