The women’s golf team made its 2003 competi-
tive debut Sept. 13-14, finishing 17th overall in the 
Fall Preview at the Grand National Lake Course in 
Opelika, Alabama. As a team, the Deacs shot 924 
on the 54 holes they played, equating to 60-over on 
the par-72 course. 

Although the team admits to a lackluster perfor-
mance, both coach and players still feel confident 
about the potential of this year’s team. 

“We were nervous coming into this tournament 
because we had such a strong team last year,” junior 
Ashley Hoagland said. “We knew it would be hard 
to follow up with the loss of two seniors last year.” 

Hoagland recorded the lowest score for the team 
shooting 223 overall and tied for the 26th spot with 
Vanderbilt’s Sarah Jacobs. In round one of the 
tournament, Hoagland shot a 78 and attributed the 
slightly higher score to lack of focus. 

“For me personally, I was thinking too much the 
first day about playing as a team,” Hoagland said. “I 
was not playing the game one shot at a time … and 
that made me a little anxious. I was not concentrating 
on what needed to be concentrated on.” 

Nevertheless, Hoagland more than made up for 
the first-day jitters with scores of 72 and 73.

For many students on campus, the return of fall 
means the return of cooler weather, football and 
autumn winds. For the Wake Forest men’s tennis 
team, it is the return of tennis season and a chance 
for these men to stir up some winds themselves with a 
steady barrage of forehands, backhands and aces.

Coming off 
a season in which they finished 14-9 and fourth in 
the ACC with a 5-3 record, the Deacs will look to 
surpass these marks and their final national ranking 
of 30th. 

“We want to be a fixture in the top 20 the whole 
year. We want to be in the top tier of the ACC,” 
Head Coach Jeff Zinn said. 

Coach Zinn, entering his eighth season as the team’s 
skipper, will rely on senior David Loewenthal and 
a host of underclassmen including junior Derrick 
Spice and sophomore Brett Ross, as the club looks 
to advance to the NCAA tournament for the fourth

an impact on the leader board for the Deacons. 

Participating in the first tournament of her college 
career, freshman Mandy Goins had an impressive 
showing as well, tying for the 36th position overall. 
With a combined score of 227 (79-70-78), she gar-
nered the second best score for the team. 

“Mandy showed a lot of promise this weekend,” 
Head Coach Dianne Dailey said. “She really held 
it together . . . and played very well for her first 
tournament.” 

Goins shot two-under-par in the second round 
of play, which was the team’s lowest score for the 
duration of the tournament. 

“I thought it was a good start for me,” Goins said. 
“On the second round I shot under par and it was 
nice to have a good round in there. It helped the 
confidence a lot.”

Although Hoagland had the best finish on the 
team and Goins recorded the best score of the team, 
the best shot of the tournament came from junior 
Christine Hallstrom. After shooting 79 in the first 
round of play, Hallstrom finished up her second 
round with a hole-in-one on number seventeen. 
Dailey called it “the perfect shot.” The only other 
hole-in-one was by Pepperdine’s Carolina Llano, the 
winner of the event. Hallstrom ended the weekend 
tied for 56th.  

In addition to Goins, freshman Maggie Simons 
was one of the five to qualify for the tournament as 

well, playing her first collegiate event. Finishing 86th 
overall, she totaled 248 with scores of 79-87-82. 

Senior Deb Means rounded out the group of five, 
finishing in 83rd with scores of 82, 80 and 84. In 
addition to representing the team through play, 
Means has also stepped up as the team captain. 

“She’s such a good leader for the team off the 
golf course as well as on the course,” Dailey said. 
“Ashley (Hoagland) and her together will be the 
glue for the team.”

In addition to participating in the Fall Preview, 
three other members of the golf team attended the 
Patsy Rendleman Invite in Salisbury, N.C. Junior 
Leslie Jamieson shot an impressive 156 in two rounds 
of play, finishing in ninth place while sophomore 
Julie McKenna placed 14th with a combined score 
of 161. Also, sophomore Joy Juskowich shot a 172 
placing her 37th in the event.

All in all, the golf team had a busy weekend. 
Although slightly disappointed in the numerical 
outcomes, the overall feeling was that the past 
weekend’s endeavors were good experience. 

“We learned some valuable lessons,” Dailey said 
“It’s good to see where we stand against the best 
teams in the country and to see what we have to 
work on.”

Hoagland added, “We have tons of room for 
improvement, and it will only we will flourish 
from here.”

Coach Zinn appears excited about 
his young team. 

“This is the most talent we’ve had. They’re all fine 
players,” he said. “We want to get past the second 
round (of the NCAA Tournament), at least to the 
sweet 16.” 

Loewenthal, an All-ACC selection last season, 
returns to the courts after a 2002-2003 campaign 
he finished ranked 59th in the nation in singles and 
51st in doubles with departed senior Trent Brendon. 
Loewenthal, who will try to qualify for the NCAA 
Singles Championship for the third straight season, 
likes what he sees from this young lineup. 

“Having such a youthful team will be a great com-
ponent to our success in the springtime,” Loewenthal 
said. “Our four new guys are very talented players, 
but more importantly, they are eager and excited 
about this upcoming year.” 

Spice will continue to be an integral member of 
the lineup. He has set lofty expectations for both 
the team and himself this season. “We are a young 
team this year and we want to get a high national 
ranking,” Spice said. “Myself, I want to get a bunch 

In the fourth quarter, senior receiver 
Anthony Young had his man beat 
badly on a deep route toward the end 
zone, but Randolph under-threw his 
receiver, forcing Young to go back 
to catch the ball and allowing the 
defender to break up the catch.

Later, the Deacs had that opportu-
nity in the red zone with just over a 
minute remaining because of a fum-
bled punt return by Purdue’s Anthony 
Chambers, who could have just called 
for a fair catch instead. 

The Boilermakers fumbled four 
other times during the game, but the 
Deacs were not able to recover any 
of them.

The Deacs also got particularly 
unlucky with just over three minutes 
remaining in the first quarter and the 
score tied at 3-3. 

Sophomore Ryan Plackemeier, 
who had a stellar game as a punter 
and placekicker, punted the ball 54 
yards, to the Purdue 35-yard line. A 
split second after Chambers caught the 
ball, sophomore Josh Gattis leveled 
him for a loss of yards. Gattis received 
a 15-yard penalty for “kick catching 
interference.” 

While the replays clearly showed 
that Gattis did not hit Chambers 

before he caught the ball, the crowd 
seemed more upset that the referees 
did not realize that, since Chambers 
caught the ball and held on to it despite 
the hit, such a penalty made no sense. 
The NCAA abolished the “halo rule” 
recently, to make plays like that legal 
when the returner decides not to signal 
for a fair catch. 

It turned out to be a turning point of 
the game, as the Boilermakers scored 
a touchdown just minutes later, and 
never relinquished the lead after that 
point.

For Purdue, quarterback Kyle 
Orton completed 26-of-36 passes for 
227 yards, as opposed to Randolph’s 
18-for-30 for 188 yards.

Purdue running backs Jerod Void 
and Jerome Brooks each had more 
rushing yards than the whole Deacon 
team, as Void rushed for 69 yards and 
Brooks for 59.

Next up for the Deacs is another 
home game, against in-state rival East 
Carolina Sept. 20. The Pirates (0-3) 
are coming off a tough loss to Miami. 
Kickoff is set for 6:30 p.m.

The Deacs hope for another large 
crowd, after 29,853 fans showed up for 
the Purdue game and 35,741 watched 
the Deacs beat N.C. State the week 
before.

“Our players and coaches definitely 

noticed it (the crowd at the Purdue 
game),” Grobe said. “We just wish we 
could have pulled the game out in the 
end. We actually felt worse after the 

game because of that. Our guys will play 
every game hard, big crowd or not, but 
it was nice to have so many people in 
there cheering for the Deacs.”

“I have never been more excited about an upcom-
ing season than right now. I think personally and as 
a team, we all have something to prove. I have a lot 
of confidence that we are going to surprise a lot of 
people come next May – and have fun doing it.” 

Wake Forest-Louisville match-up is 
an extremely important one for the 
Deacs, as it will truly test the team’s 
ability against a nationally-ranked 
opponent. Head Coach Valorie Baker 
believes her team has a strong possi-
bility of defeating Louisville. “While 
U of L is bigger, we are quicker,” 
Baker said. “In order to beat them, 
we must have consistency in our ball 
control. This will allow us to run our 
mid offense and take advantage of our 
quickness.”

At the Georgetown Classic, Baker 
was extremely pleased with her team’s 
focus and attitude. “We played really 
well and worked hard,” Baker said. 
“We were able to retain our consis-
tency through the three matches, no 
matter what the competition’s ability 

and aggressiveness was.”
The Deacs had exceptionally strong 

performances from three of its play-
ers. Williams’ efforts last weekend in 
Georgetown landed her the MVP 
of the Classic. The middle hitter 
finished the weekend with 31 kills. 
Teammates Erin Borhart and Valerie 
Rydberg received tournament honors 
as well, when both were named to the 
All-Tournament team. Borhart had 
116 total assists this past weekend. 
Rydberg had 28 digs in addition to 
her 28 kills over the three matches in 
the Nation’s capital.

The first match of last weekend’s 
Georgetown Classic saw the Deacs 
face Coppin State on Sept 12. Wake 
Forest did not allow Coppin State to 
take a game, winning the match-up in 

three straight games, 30-17, 30-11, and 
30-17. In the Deacons’ second match of 
the Classic, Wake Forest defeated Wil-
liam & Mary in three consecutive games 
on Sept 13. The Deacs won the three 
games by scores of 30-25, 30-23, and 30-
17. Junior Kim Stern added to the Deacs 
dominance with 12 kills, while Peterson 
notched 10. Borhart continued making 
her presence felt with 37 assists verse Wil-
liam & Mary. Williams’ six service aces 
for the match was a season high for her. 
In the last match-up of the weekend for 
Wake Forest, the Demon Deacons took 
care of host team Georgetown in three 
games. The Deacons return home to play 
Louisville on Sept. 19 and Campbell and 
Radford on Sept. 20. Three days later, 
the Deacons will host Gardner Webb at 
6 p.m. Sept 23 in Reynolds Gym.
