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“Logistically, Groves Stadium is a much
better option since it’s school property
whereas the Joel isn’t,” Currin said.

He said that Groves Stadium was a good
medium between an on-campus campsite,
where the administration could become too
overly involved, and a campsite on the Joel,
where there is little to no involvement of the
university.

“Groves would provide a safer environment
forthe campersbecause the Joel isabandoned
most of the day. The ticket office is open all
day, plus we’d have access to the bathrooms
in Bridger (Field House),” Currin said.

“Someone will always be at Groves Sta-
dium,” said D’Epagnier, who is also the
publicity chair for the Screamin’ Demons.

“Groves has a constant stream of traffic
during the day just because of all the Bridger
employees there. From 7 in the morning to
6 at night, someone will be there. And after
6, the students will be out of class and back
at the campsite.”

“The likelihood of a robbery at Groves is
a lot less compared with a campsite at the
Joel,” D’Epagnier said.

Like Currin, D’Epagnier said he wanted to
avoid a possible move to
campouts on campus.

“If the students were on
campus then they could
just leave the campsite
and sleep in their rooms,”
hesaid. “That goes against
the principle of camping
out. It just defeats the
purpose. There could
also be concerns of the
administration becom-
ing too involved and this could lead to
other issues.”

Ease of activity planning and Tent City size
accommodations were cited by Screamin’
Demon officials as additional reasons for the
possible move.

“If we want to do something big we won't
have to clear it with the Joel. We can just do
it. Legally, being at Groves is the same as
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being on campus,” D’Epagnier said.

As Groves Stadium is also the location
where the Screamin’ Demons park their
cars before every basketball game, Currin
said that it would be a much more conve-
nient location.

The proposition of moving campouts from
the Coliseum to Groves Stadium is in the
process of being presented to the athletic
department.

In previous years campouts on-site had not
beennecessary. Studentsinstead camped out
Spry Stadium to get student tickets for the
games.

However, with rising numbers of Screa-
min’ Demons, and all Screamin’ Demon
members with guaranteed spots, location
campouts began this fall. Questions of the
safety of students being off campus in a non-
university location were raised after Currin
was robbed.

The newly established “Teny City” has stu-
dents camping in tents, cars and even RVs.

The number of Screamin’ Demons is cur-
rently 2,210.
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have a formal position on the
committee, but will serve as an
important advisor in the transi-
tion, according to Dean.

“He has already had conversa-
tions with Dr. Hatch before he
was selected and since.

Wilson, like Smith, served on
the presidential search commit-
tee before being elected to the
transition committee.

Along with Smith, vice chairs
and students, 12 faculty mem-
bers were chosen from across
the spectrum of the university’s
undergraduate, graduate and
professional schools.

One faculty member each
from the Babcock School, the
Calloway School of Business
and Accountancy, the Divinity
School, the School of Medicine
and the School of Law will serve
on committee.

In addition, the committee
includes seven faculty members
from various departments of the
undergraduate college.

Rounding out the diverse col-
lection of committee members
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are a representative from the
Alumni Council, a representa-
tive from the Parents Council
and Barbara Walker, the senior
associate athletic director at the
university.

Other staff members aiding in
the business of the committee
willinclude Sandra Boyette, vice
president for university advance-

ment; Reid Morgan, vice presi-
dent and general counsel; Jen-
nifer Richwine, the director of
special events and constituent
relations; and Nancy Moore,
an administrative assistant.

“I think the biggest challenge
will be simply presenting Dr.
Hatch to all the different people
who want to meet him in a way
that is effective and efficient,”
Dean said.

“It’s going to be tough for us to
make that happen and still give
him enough time and space to
finish up hiswork in Notre Dame
and begin the process of learning
his role at Wake Forest.”

President Hearn will officialy
retire on June 30. Hatch was
named president-elect Jan. 21.
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the quality of life and food on
campus,” Benson said.

Chalk said the end of the refer-
endum did not mean the end of
student input on dining changes.
“Wehave to have people to speak
up and be active about their opin-
ions,” he said.

Freshman Paul Suway was one
such student who voiced his oppo-
sition by organizing a petition of
the meal plan implementation
last week.

“I think that for South Campus,
option Aisthelesser of three evils,
however, I do not believe it’s a
good choice. All three options
are not satisfactory,” Suway said
in response to the results.

Chalk praised the number
of students who voted in the
referendum, a number that was
almost equal to turnout for the
SG elections.

The planned renovation of the
Pit is expected to be completed

Chalk said. “Until people see
the new Pit they won’t see a new
reality for the campus,” he said.
“Renovation of the Pit will be
taken seriously because students
have to be able to eat there. You
cannot fail to have it ready in
time.”

Chalk said those students,
faculty members or staff with
special dining needs should talk
with Connie Carson, director
of Residence Life and Housing,
emphasizing that no one would
be forced to eat something that
could be harmful to them.

Financial aid is also an issue,
but these can be addressed with
the administration as well, he
said. “Go talk to financial aid;
the school won’t leave students
out to dry.”

Chalk said that in the future he
will be briefing the university’s
president-elect, Dr. Nathan O
Hatch. Although he may not
intially be well versed in the
matter, Chalk believes Hatch
will hear students opinions of
the meal plan next year.
