The game was close in the early

The Deacs did not slow this
momentum in the early points of
game two, being down 21-15 at
one point, but a 10-1 run brought
them with reach of the win.

Three Deacon players had over
a .500 hitting average and Lucas
had five of the team’s 10 block
assists.

Wake Forest then went on an
8-1streak that the Eagles were not
able to recover from.

handily won the game, match

In the match Borhart just
missed her first triple-double of
the season scoring 16 kills, 32
assists and seven digs.

Wake Forest performed very
well as a team in the tournament.
Williams was named tournament
MVP recording 87 kills, 10 aces
and 31 blocks.
